1. Leadership Packets and Student Organization Participation
In a continuing effort to assist HECT instructors to fully integrate FHA-HERO Career Technical Student Organization (CTSO) activities into the regular teaching curriculum as an integral component of HECT Education Programs consistent with federal and state law, FHA-HERO Leadership Packets have been prepared to organize all of the teaching materials needed to fully integrate CTSO activities into the local program of HECT. As legitimate instructional supplies being utilized in your classroom curriculum, purchase of these packets may be made using Perkins funds, SB 70 funds, and district instructional supply budgets. In the event these funding sources are not available, these leadership packets may also be purchased with FHA-HERO Chapter funds. The 2011–12 FHA-HERO Leadership Packets will include the following:

 (a)  NEW Deadlines for Submitting Leadership Packet Orders and CRE Entries:

· October 15, 2011: Due date for active chapters to submit chapter affiliation materials for at least the required minimum of 12 members which shall include their chapter officers. 

· November 15, 2011: Due date for active chapters to affiliate members who wish to participate in CRE and National STAR events and for active chapters to submit CRE Entries and fees.

· November 15, 2011: Due date for active chapters to submit Advisor Contributions for all HECT teachers at its site in order for chapter to maintain active status.

· December 15, 2011: Due date for active chapters to resolve CRE entry deficiencies.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for active chapters to affiliate members for qualification as CRE competitors. Affiliation “late fee” of $10.00 per student applies.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for active chapters to submit CRE entries. Entry “late fees” applies per entry as follows $5.00 per individual, chapter, or team event entry; $10.00 per Parli-Pro or Commercial Food event entry.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for submission of CRE Substitute entries. No late fee applies.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for new and reinstated chapters to affiliate members for competition in CRE events. No late fee applies.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for active chapters to submit Advisor Contributions for all HECT teachers at is site in order for chapter to retain active status. “Late fee” of $10.00 per teacher applies.

· January 15, 2012: Final date for new and reinstated chapters to submit Advisor Contributions for all HECT teachers at is site in order for chapter to retain active status. No late fee applies.

· January 20, 2012: Final date for active chapters to resolve CRE entry deficiencies. “Late fee” of $25.00 applies per chapter.

· January 20, 2012: Final date for new and reinstated chapters to resolve CRE entry deficiencies. No late fee applies.
· March 1, 2012: Final date to affiliate members that count towards delegate and chapter membership award calculations. (Applies to both active, new, and reinstated chapters.)
· March 1, 2012: Due date for Parliamentary Procedure event team name and entry forms.
· 15 days prior to State Meeting: Final date for submission of Parli-Pro event team name entry forms. Entry “late fee” applies of $15.00 per team.
· Same date as State Meeting Registration: Due date for submission of Confirmation of CRE State Finals participants.
· State Meeting On Site Registration: Due date for submission of Confirmation of CRE State Finals participants. Participation “late fee” of $15.00 applies per competitor.

· MAY 1, 2012: Last day to affiliate members for the current program year. No late fee applies.

NOTE: Leadership Packet Orders and Affiliation Materials may be submitted any time between July 1, 2011 and May 1, 2012. Refer to the enclosed "Checklist for Submitting Affiliation Materials" sheet to insure that all materials are properly submitted. This checklist may also be found online at: http://hect.org/fhahero at the bottom of the page under “forms.”
· Current chapters must affiliate by October 15 in order for school’s members to participate in CRE. Only names of members that appear on your chapter's membership roster may compete. Refer to the “CRE” section of this packet for more detailed information about how additional members are eligible to compete in CRE after the initial affiliation date. Names of additional members may be submitted through May 1.
· Early submittal of Leadership Packet Orders and Affiliation Materials puts your chapter on region, state, and national mailing lists in the fall and assures receipt of all meeting notices and publications without delay.
2.  Chapter Affiliation /Membership – Use only California FHA-HERO Online Affiliation System!

FHA-HERO Chapter Affiliation and Leadership Packet orders will now be completed online! To begin the online affiliation process, chapter advisors must login to the system on the Internet at: www.ca-fhahero-fccla.org and then click on the “Advisor Log in” link on the navigation bar. The National Association may also send a packet that contains a preprinted chapter affiliation forms for chapters affiliated in 2010–11. Do not use the National form as it does not reflect the California Leadership Packet Plan and chapter affiliation will not be processed without accurate California FHA-HERO Affiliation Forms. Remember, when submitting leadership packet orders for your school, please use only the current online system found on the new FHA-HERO Web site.

NOTE: California schools/chapters cannot affiliate directly with the National Organization. They must affiliate through the State Association.

Advisors must carefully complete the California online affiliation system  found at:  www.ca-fhahero-fccla.org under the “Advisor Log in” link on the navigation bar. Electronic affiliation submissions that are incomplete will be returned to the chapter, further delaying the affiliation process and possibly resulting in non-acceptance of CRE entries. Membership rosters are used to verify the eligibility of students 1) to participate in CRE; 2) to attend state and national meetings; 3) to be candidates and hold office at region, state, and national levels; and to apply for FHA-HERO scholarships, degrees and other awards. therefore, it is important that the names of ALL affiliated students be properly submitted through the online system. Be sure that all names are listed and spelled correctly. 

The online affiliation system consists of three elements that must be fully, and correctly completed and submitted for the chapter’s membership and leadership packet order to be processed.  They are:

1) Chapter Roster -- names must be submitted electronically through the online system ONLY.

2) Chapter Certification Form -- must be submitted with the chapter’s FIRST affiliation submission of the school year ONLY. It is not required for second and subsequent affiliation submissions. It may be submitted by any ONE of three methods (do not submit by multiple methods)

3)  Leadership Packets Order and Payment - submission is determined by your selected method of payment as follows.

a.  If payment is being rendered entirely by Credit Card, SB-70 funds, or a combination thereof -- submission must be done online.

b. If NO payment is due (on a second or subsequent submission of the school year) -- submission must be done online.

c. If payment is being rendered by school check -- packet order form is completed online, printed out, and then mailed with the check to:

October 15 -- due date for active chapters to submit chapter affiliation

materials, for at least the required minimum of 12 members, which shall 

include their chapter officers, in order to qualify any students for 

participation in CRE.

November 15 -- due date for active chapters to affiliate members who 
wish to participate in competitive Recognition Events (CRE) and National 
STAR events.

November 15 -- due date for active chapters to submit Advisor 

Contributions for ALL HECT teachers at its school site in order to 
maintain active status.

January 15 -- final date for active chapters to affiliate members for 

qualification as CRE competitors. Affiliation late fee of $10.00 per student 

applies.

January 15 -- final date for new and reinstated chapters to affiliate 
member for qualification as CRE competitors. NO late fee applies.

January 15 -- final date for ALL chapters to submit Advisor Contributions 

for ALL HECT teachers at its school site in order to maintain active status.

Late fee of $10.00 per teacher applies to active chapters. NO late fee for 

new and reinstated chapters.

March 1 -- final date to affiliate members that count towards voting

delegate count and chapter membership awards. (Applies to ALL active, 

new, and reinstated chapters.)

May 1 -- last day to affiliate members for the current school year.

3. NEW Minimum Number of Members for Affiliation

A minimum of twelve student members is needed to affiliate with the national and state levels of the organization.

4. Membership Cards

Membership cards are mailed to chapters upon receipt of accurate, complete affiliation forms, and membership rosters. One card is provided for each student listed on the roster, provided an adequate number of Leadership Packets have been purchased to cover all names listed. The cards are numbered sequentially. It is important for advisors to give the cards to the students so they can show their membership cards in order to compete at Region Qualifying Competition and State CRE Finals.

5. Activities and Due Dates for 2011–12 Program Year 

A list of the statewide activities and dates that have been planned as well as a list of the forms and due dates are included at the end of this section. Please post in a prominent place and refer to these lists frequently to ensure that both chapter members and advisors are aware of the dates for the planned activities and submit the forms by the established due dates. 6. NEW 2011 SB 70 Funds Allocations 

Approximately 61 chapters received incentive grant funding in the amount of $112,875 for the 2011–12 school year. For a complete list of schools who received funds, refer to the FHA-HERO Web site using the following address: http://hect.org/fhahero/fhagrants.htm.
SB 70 legislation has sunset and is no longer being funded after this program year. FHA-HERO chapters are encouraged to fundraise to sustain their program and activities.

7. Perkins Funding for FHA-HERO

CTSO chapters that are integral to instruction are permitted to use the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 funds. Secondary school Vocational Education Directors and Administrators have been advised that use of federal funds must follow the established guidelines for CTSOs, including: 1) funds may only be expended in instructional programs identified for improvement in the application/plan for Perkins IV funds; 2) the CTSOs must be an integral part of the instructional program; and 3) all expenditures must be for the purpose of improving and expanding career-technical education instruction and meet the guidelines for the use of funds.

HECT students receiving standards-based, Perkins-funded instruction must be provided FHA-HERO leadership, career, and citizenship knowledge and skills as part of the curriculum to meet the criteria as “integral” to instruction. Since all students receive this instruction, FHA-HERO membership numbers should be similar to program enrollment numbers.
