      Examples of chapter activities: beach clean-up, sponsoring tree       

               planting in the school or community, “E” (electronic) waste drive,  

                            promoting school-wide recycling, or bike-to-school day to help reduce 

                            pollution, etc.
2.  Reaching Out
Goal: To encourage chapters to reach out and help others who are less 
           fortunate in their schools and communities.

    Examples of chapter activities: Toys for Tots, providing care 

             packages to orphanages or women’s shelters, or working to help less  

             fortunate families by providing birthday boxes with cake supplies, 
             presents, and party decorations, etc.

3.  Financially Fit   
      Goal:  To empower students to consider and set goals for their 

                 financial future. Developing sound consumer and financial skills will 

                 assist individuals achieve both life, educational, and career goals.

     Examples of chapter activities: providing middle school 
                   awareness of how the financial world works and /or teaching young 
                   children the ABC’s of money management. Other ideas might include 

                   piggy bank/spare change drives or providing presentations on the 

                   value of money (home cooking vs. eating out, dressing for less/ prom 

                   for less), etc.
