ELIGIBILITY: Must be one of the following: 1) a graduate or undergraduate student majoring in Family & Consumer Sciences (FCS) or one of its subdiscipline programs (apparel, child/family, nutrition/dietetics, interior design; 2) a student obtaining a FCS credential at an accredited college/university; 3) a high school senior entering a 2yr or 4yr college or university program in the Fall with a FCS or subdiscipline major. Also for:

· Bay District Scholarship: Must be a member of Bay District: AAFCS-CA (high school applicants are not members, but recipient must be a member and registered at time of award). Check www.aafcs.org for application to AAFCS (comes with state and district membership).
· Marguerite Fenner Scholarship: Must be a woman enrolled in Northern California college/university at time of scholarship award.

· If you receive an AAFCS state or national scholarship, you are not eligible to receive one from Bay District in the same year. 

· Applications must be postmarked by deadline; late or incomplete applications will not be considered. 

· Recipients must reply in writing to the Scholarship Committee to verify eligibility and acceptance of the award and must claim the scholarship before November of the year awarded by submitting a copy of their Fall college/university registration.
CRITERIA FOR EVALUATION: Potential contribution to Family & Consumer Sciences or subdiscipline; Professional and Personal Characteristics; Scholarship and Special Aptitudes; and Financial Need. 

REQUIRED MATERIALS

· One official transcript in a sealed envelope from each college or institution attended, or high school, if high school senior. If official transcript is not available by due date, send an unofficial copy followed by the official transcript (required for eligibility). 
· Two current original letters of recommendation addressing above criteria, signed, on letterhead. 
· Separate statements of: 1) work experience, 2) extracurricular/community/volunteer activities, 
3) financial need, and 4) professional goals including a statement of how goals foster the mission of family & consumer sciences: assisting individuals, families, and communities in making informed decisions about their well being, relationships, and resources to achieve optimal quality of life.
· Signature on application.
