SB-70 Incentive Grant Funding for 2010–11
We are pleased to announce that Senate Bill 70 incentive award grants were made in 2010 to 46 FHA-HERO Chapters throughout California. A list of the recipient chapters and its corresponding award amount is available for viewing on the FHA-HERO web page at www.hect.org/fhahero. These funds were made available by the State Legislature to assist local Career Technical Student Organizations (CTSOs) in increasing and improving student participation in leadership and career development activities.

All current evidence indicates these grants will be available once again during the 2010-11 school year. The application process is extremely simple. A copy of the single page application form is enclosed in this packet for your convenience.

Many FHA-HERO chapters don’t apply. One concern heard being voiced was that the chapter advisor thought they wouldn’t receive much money therefore it wasn’t worth the effort to complete the simple one page application form. This is a mind-boggler! The application form is simply school contact information, signature of the chapter advisor, and signature of the school principal. Now how much work is that compared to garnering some extra funding for your chapter? The chapter grants awarded in 2010 ranged from $105.00 on the low end to $8,888.55 on the high end!

Another concern that was voiced by some Chapter Advisors was that the funding formula was too complicated and they were unable to calculate how much their chapter would receive. In keeping with the intent of the SB-70 legislation, the allocation formula approved by the FHA-HERO Board of Directors was specifically designed to incentivize increased FHA-HERO membership and participation in leadership development activities. The simple fact of the matter is that it is not possible for one local chapter to calculate the award it would receive because the allocation formula is dependent (among other things) on knowing the number of chapters that qualify for each of the various funding categories. The fewer chapters qualifying, the larger will be individual grants. The greater the number of chapters qualifying, the smaller will be individual grants.

The principal impact a local advisor can have on the potential amount of an award grant is to nurture the elements of the local program that “trigger” extra allocations in the funding formula. These items are:

· Increase in FHA-HERO Chapter membership, especially jumping to a higher tier than last year;

· Having 100% of all students enrolled in HECT classes become FHA-HERO members; and

· Increase in number of FHA-HERO members attending the State Leadership Meeting who are not competing in a CRE. Bear in mind, to earn awards in this funding category the participants must be full-time registrants who were pre-registered for the state meeting. On-site registrations do not count towards this funding category.

It is also important that a local chapter makes certain to meet the minimum eligibility criteria to receive any award grant. These are:


1)  Chapter must attend the annual State Leadership Meeting in April, 2011, with


      a minimum contingent of at least one FHA-HERO Advisor and at least two 


      FHA-HERO members who are not competing in a CRE event at the 2011 state 

  
      meeting. To meet this requirement all three of these individuals must be full-time 


      registrants for the state meeting.


2)  The chapter must be represented by at least one of its student members at both the 
   
      
      Fall and Spring Regional Meetings. Said member(s) must appear on the chapter’s 
  


      official membership roster for the current academic year on file in the Financial Services


      Office.


3)  Chapter must agree to continuously affiliate its FHA-HERO Chapter for at least three years.


4)  Chapter must submit the brief application described above which is signed by the Chapter 


      Advisor and School Principal. (Copy enclosed.)
